



Cisco Routers.

Router Hardware:

RAM – Holds software and running config necessary for routers to function.

ROM – Contains routers microcode – used to boot and maintain the system.

Flash Memory – Stores IOS images.

NVRAM – Holds a copy of the config file when the system starts up then puts it into RAM as the running config.

Config Register – Holds setting which determine how the router boots up.

Router Software:

Bootstrap Code – Boots up system

Power on self-test (POST) Code – Hardware detected and tested

ROM Monitor – Manufacture testing and troubleshooting.

RX Boot – Loads IOS Images

IOS – Router operating system.
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
